THE LITURGY OF THE WORD
New Testament Reading: Romans 5: 12-19 New International Version

Therefore, just as sin entered the world through one man, and death through
sin, and in this way death came to all people, because all sinned.

To be sure, sin was in the world before the law was given, but sin is not
charged against anyone’s account where there is no law. Nevertheless, death
reigned from the time of Adam to the time of Moses, even over those who did
not sin by breaking a command, as did Adam, who is a pattern of the one to
come.

But the gift is not like the trespass. For if the many died by the trespass of
the one man, how much more did God’s grace and the gift that came by the
grace of the one man, Jesus Christ, overflow to the many! Nor can the gift of
God be compared with the result of one man’s sin: the judgement followed
one sin and brought condemnation, but the gift followed many trespasses
and brought justification. For if, by the trespass of the one man, death
reigned through that one man, how much more will those who receive God’s
abundant provision of grace and of the gift of righteousness reign in life
through the one man, Jesus Christ!

Consequently, just as one trespass resulted in condemnation for all people, so
also one righteous act resulted in justification and life for all people. For just
as through the disobedience of the one man the many were made sinners, so
also through the obedience of the one man the many will be made righteous.

This is the word of the Lord. Thanks be to God.

Jesus answered him, ‘It is also written: “Do not put the Lord your God to the
test.”

Again, the devil took him to a very high mountain and showed him all the
kingdoms of the world and their splendour. ‘All this I will give you, he said, ‘if
you will bow down and worship me.

Jesus said to him, ‘Away from me, Satan! For it is written: “Worship the Lord
your God, and serve him only.”

Then the devil left him, and angels came and attended him.

Lord, you are holy indeed, the source of all holiness; grant that by the power
of your Holy Spirit, and according to your holy will, these gifts of bread and
wine may be to us the body and blood of our Lord Jesus Christ; who, in the
same night that he was betrayed, took bread and gave you thanks; he broke it
and gave it to his disciples, saying: Take, eat; this is my body which is given for
you; do this in remembrance of me.

In the same way, after supper he took the cup and gave you thanks; he gave it
to them, saying: Drink this, all of you; this is my blood of the new covenant,
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. Do this, as
often as you drink it, in remembrance of me.

Christ has died.
Christ is risen.
Christ will come again.

And so, Father, calling to mind his death on the cross, his perfect sacrifice
made once for the sins of the whole world; rejoicing in his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension, and looking for his coming in glory, we
celebrate this memorial of our redemption.

As we offer you this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, we bring before
you this bread and this cup and we thank you for counting us worthy to stand
in your presence and serve you.

Send the Holy Spirit on your people and gather into one in your kingdom all
who share this one bread and one cup, so that we, in the company of

St Andrew and all the saints, may praise and glorify you for ever, through
Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, and in whom, in the unity
of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be yours, almighty Father, for ever
and ever. Amen.
